There is no
penalty for having cell phones or other electronic devices worn or camied in clothing while competing as
long as they are not in wse. Electronic devices that transmit and/or receive information may be used n the
stabling area and in warm up areas, rowever, only one earplone or similar device is permifted while
mormted or while imgeing. The unsafe use of electronic devices, as defemmined by the competition
Technical Delegate in their sole discretion, including cell phones, with or without earphones/buds, while
mounted is prohibited in all areas designated for schooling and exercise, and while lungeing horses on

competition grounds. Exception: medical devices, such as heanng aids are allowed to be used for the
medical condition for which they are prescnbed.
